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Board Accepts Settlement Agreement

At its meeting on October 15, 2013 the Ohio State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers and Surveyors accepted a settlement agreement from Innovative Controls Engineering, Inc.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Innovative Controls Engineering, Inc. (ICE) located in Waynesville, Ohio, entered into a settlement agreement wherein the firm agreed to permanently remove Engineering from its name and will not offer or provide engineering services until the firm has been granted a certificate of authorization from the Board. Innovative Controls Engineering, Inc. was using the term Engineering in the firm’s name in violation of Ohio Revised Code Section 4733.16. Ohio law prohibits the use of the words Engineering or Surveying, or any modification or derivation of those words, in a company’s name unless the company has obtained a Certificate of Authorization from the Board.
